 CQWW SSB started things 
off for us in late October.  
We had a couple multi-op 
efforts and some single op 
scores with a few members 
off on Contest DX’peditions 
as well.  The K8CC and W8FT  
stations (the latter under the 
guidance of Bill, N8ET) pro-
vided “training” sessions in 
lieu of the all out multi ef-
forts.  I think some of our 
new members have really 
benefited from these experi-
ences and hope that they 
will continue in their contest 
endeavors.  It’s great to see 
some good old-fashioned 
Elmering in action. 

 The Big Daddy for MRRC 
is The ARRL November 
Sweepstakes.  Our SS Coor-
dinator Mike, K9NW laid 
down the gauntlet early at 
Gooseapalooza III by chal-
lenging us to a Medium 
Club Score of 7M points!  
We had great participation 

in SS this year, and again we 
had several multi-ops, which 
also provided experience 
for our less experienced 
members.  While K9NW was 
between KH6, 6Y, and HC8, 
K8MR and I kept the mo-
mentum going by notes and 
emails.  We created a small 
spreadsheet to track both 
modes and the total score.  
It’s believed we had ap-
proximately 48 entries and a 
little over 5.4M points.  This 
was a great effort by every-
one who participated, 
thank you all.  I hope that I 
can accept a Medium Club 
Gavel repeat on the club’s 
behalf at Dayton this com-
ing year. 

 This year we were lucky 
to have CQWW CW not fall 
on Thanksgiving weekend.  It 
was another great mix of 
multi’s and single ops with 
poor band conditions at the 
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start, and steadily improving bands as 
the contest progressed through the 
weekend. 

 After a restful holiday break, the final 
halftime thrust came with ARRL 160 and 
ARRL 10.  Ken, W8MJ took the initiative 
to rally the club for these two competi-
tive events.  The club provided over-
whelming response to Ken and logged 
over 1.5M points on 160 and as of this 
article over 10M on 10!
